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 In the early nineteenth century, the Shawnee 

Trail conveyed cattle from Texas pasture-lands to 

Missouri railheads and thence the nation. Over 

the past decade, the Shawnee Trail Conference 

has provided a serious but convivial setting for 

scholars working on topics related to American 

politics or constitutionalism to exchange ideas 

with colleagues. The eight annual conference aims 

to continue this tradition, fostering intellectual 

connections via roundtable presentation of papers 

circulated in advance of the meeting.  This year’s 

conference will be hosted – on a Friday – at Baylor 
University in Waco, TX.
